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A History of Consumer Driven Health Care Reform in Kansas

(WICHITA) — “The health care moment has arrived,” writes Matthew Hisrich in his new policy brief, “A
History of Consumer-Driven Health Reform in Kansas.” In 2007 the Kansas legislature passed Senate Bill
11, a compromise piece of legislation which contained provisions for the Kansas Health Policy Authority to
explore consumer-driven reform options as part of a package of proposals it would submit to the legislature
by November 1, 2007.

Consumer-driven reform ideas have been discussed among legislative committees for the past four years.
The Flint Hills Center for Public Policy has been a leading source of information and policy advocacy
behind such reforms. In this short history of the consumer-driven reform movement in Kansas, Flint Hills
Center Senior Policy Fellow Matthew Hisrich tells the story of how legislators have addressed the main
issues of consumer-driven health care reforms in Kansas. This history establishes the lineage of such
reforms over the past four years. “With competing plans on the table from a variety of different interest and
constituent groups,” Hisrich writes, “health care reform promises to be a crucial issue in next year’s
legislative session.”
